Some people may not realise that we have another passion apart from our MG
“Treacle”.

We recently indulged this passion in a trip to the Normandy D Day beaches driving
our beloved 1943 Ford GPW. That's a Jeep for the untrained ( ask Trish the
differences between this and a Dodge as we educated her on a previous French
Trip!)

25 of our closest friends, MG owners not withstanding, with 12 WW?2 vehicles set off
from Portsmouth to Caen for an 8 day tour of the Normandy beach area.

Day 1 dawned bright and early from the ferry with a breakdown, not us, before
leaving the port that was soon remedied. Turning the ignition key helps but it had
been a long night. We then convoyed to Merville Battery for breakfast and a tour of
this landing site for one of the British parachute battalions.

The recently restored Dakota was open for visitors and some even decided to jump
into the pilot seat. It was then off to Pegasus Bridge to mingle with veterans and
tourists alike. Here Nic had a dream come true. 100 + wartime motorbikes and MG
cars parked beside a tank. What more could he ask for!

Onwards then to our accommodation for the duration, a chateaux near Bayeux that
was the site for rocket launching during the war and then used as a hospital by the
allies after the invasion.

D Day saw a visit to the commemoration service at Bayeux British War Graves
Cemetery which was attended by many British veterans of the Normandy campaign
including the Devon area group, Prince Charles and the French Prime Minister. This
was followed by driving to Arromanches to enjoy the spectacular sight of a beach
almost full of WW?2 vehicles of all shapes and sizes, from landing craft and DUCWS
to jeeps and motorbikes. Unfortunately the veterans were kept waiting in the rain for
over an hour as the British Prime Minister couldn’t keep to schedule!!

The remainder of our week took in many sites of historic interest all WW?2 related
apart from Lyn'’s trip to Bayeux and a horse stud in St Lo. These included watching
re-enactors portraying an American march from Utah beach to Carentan, walking
around the remains of 3 gun batteries in varying states of renovation, 4 museum
visits, Omaha beach cemetery, an RAF TAC airstrip above Omaha beachhead and
being guests of the mayor of St Lo along with American 29" Infantry veterans who
had trained in S.Devon at Slapton prior to D Day.

A great week in good company with variable weather but we are planning sunshine
for the next trip when we hope to take Treacle.
